
Art Nouveau-Art movement or style characterized by Curvy organic shapes and flat decorative patterns. 
Organic- Curvy or irregular shapes or lines.  Organic shapes and pattern are found in nature-leaves, clouds, flowers, etc. 

Geometric- Geometric shapes are those such as triangles, squares, circles, etc. Man-made things are often geometric. 

Pattern- Repeating lines and/or shapes.  Gustav Klimt used patterns in his artwork.

Composition- The way elements in a work of art are arranged on the picture plane.  Composition is also used to refer to a work of art. 

Focal Point-  The main focus of a composition where the viewer’s eyes are immediately drawn to. 

Foreground- The part of the implied space in a composition that is closest to the viewer.
Horizon Line -  The Horizon Line is the place where the ground and the sky seem to meet. When drawing in perspective the horizon line represents the viewer's eye level. 
Scale – Size. How big or small something is in relation to something else. 
Abstract – Abstract artwork is non representational. In other words it is not supposed to look like anything than what it is. Often times it is art reduced to simple shapes and colors.  
Portrait – Artwork of a person.
Primary Colors- Red, Blue, Yellow. You can not mix colors to create primary colors.
Secondary Colors- Orange, Green, Purples. Secondary colors are created by mixing two primary colors
Positive Space- The main elements in a work of art. In a portrait the positive space is the person. 
Negative Space – The space surrounding the main elements in a work of art. In a portrait the negative space is the space surrounding the person. 
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
