Being Respectful: 

Looks Like:

· Listening while Mrs. Winters is talking

· Listening when your classmates are talking or reading

· Doing what is asked of you without question and not arguing with Mrs. Winters

· Quieting down when Mrs. Winters counts down 3, 2, 1 and not counting down with her.
· Not mocking Mrs. Winters or any classmates

· Avoiding outburst- Not blurting out inappropriate noises or words

· Keeping your hands, feet, or any objects to yourself

· Having appropriate table conversation- if you have think about whether it is appropriate-then do not say it.

· Treating your classmates and Mrs. Winters with kindness- no bullying behaviors
· Being polite- saying please and thank you
Being In Control: 

Looks Like:

· Raising your hand and waiting patiently to be called on and not just blurting things out.

· Behaving properly and not allowing others to affect your behavior

· Focusing on your own work and not allowing others distract you from what you should be working on or paying attention
· Not laughing at your classmates during inappropriate times, such as when Mrs. Winters is talking to them for not behaving properly. 
· Minding your own business- worry about you not others

Being Responsible: 

Looks Like:

· Bringing your agenda, pencil, and silent reading book to class everyday
· Following along when we are reading things as a class

· Giving your personal best in everything you do in Art class

· Turning your work in on time

· Sharing art supplies

· Sitting quietly when awaiting further instruction

· Finding something to do at your seat when you finish a project such as working on ATCs, free drawing, working on homework for another class or silent reading
Being Safe:

Looks like:

· If you are Being Respectful, In Control, and Responsible- then you are Being Safe
· Using art supplies for what they are supposed to be used for. 

· Informing Mrs. Winters about situations you feel you need help dealing with or you feel are inappropriate
