Keith Haring Paper Mache Action Figures
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Part One: Designing your Figure

1. Sketch 4 figures in Keith Harrng’s style. See examples above for ideas. Be sure to draw 4 different poses. An easy way to do this is to 1st draw a stick figure then trace it. 

2. Check your sketches in with Mrs. Winters and then choose one figure to work. When you draw be sure to make straight lines.
3. Draw the figure you chose in pencil on 12”x18” paper. DO NOT LOOSE THIS GUY!

· Again be sure to make straight lines.  

· This figure should take up most of the page.
· Arms and legs should be at least 2”-3” wide

· Avoid small areas- like necks

4. Check in with Mrs. Winters

5. Carefully cut out your figure. This will be your stencil later.  
Part 2: Turning Your 2D Figure to 3D 

1. Use the paper figure as a stencil and trace the figure onto a piece of 12”x18” cardboard.  Line your feet up with the edge of the cardboard.  Repeat this step on their second piece of Poster board.

2. Carefully cut out your two figures.

3. Cut 1.5 inch strips of poster board from scrap pieces.  
4. Use masking tape to tape the 1 inch strips along the edge of one cardboard figure and then place the other cardboard figure on top and secure with tape.  
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Part 3: The Paper Mache Process
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You may begin Paper Mache process once you have connected your two figures together with the 1.5 inch strips and all edges are covered in masking tape. See Figure 2
1. Cut newspaper into 2”x2” squares. Set aside.
2. Dip two fingers (peace-sign fingers) into paper mache mix. Then put the 2”x2” square between your fingers and apply paper mache mix.

3. Attach New paper squares to edges 1st. Then cover entire figure.
4. When 1st layer is dry, repeat step 3 to cover with a second layer or paper mache

5. The layer you will paper mache with paper towel squares.
