Klimt Scratch Art
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Supplies:

Picture of yourself or of a human figure from a magazine

Elmers glue

Scratch Board
Descriptive line work sheet
Part I: Descriptive Lines
1. Begin by practicing different pattern on your Descriptive Line work sheet.

2. Show Mrs. Winters your descriptive line work sheet. She will give you your scratch board and photograph. 

Part II: Beginning on Scratch Board

1. Cut out whole body 1st and trace. From your photograph (or magazine) cut out the head and arms and/or hands of a human figure. Glue these pieces to the gold scratchboard. 
2. Lay newspaper under your scratch board. Begin by scratching out an organic shape that suggests a garment. This garment does not need to be realistic... 
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Part III: Adding Pattern
1. After you draw the garment you will have two areas to fill...
1. The garment 
2. Background around the garment. 
One of these areas must be densely and richly patterned using lines, textures, shapes and patterns.   
The other area will be covered less densely.  This will emphasize one area more than the other.
2. Keep the unscratched area of the scratchboard covered with a clean sheet of paper to prevent oils from your fingers transferring to the surface of the board.
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3. Begin to fill one of the two areas with patterns, lines, textures and shapes.   Refer to the Descriptive Line worksheet for ideas.
4. Fill the other area.

5. Check to see if the two areas are distinctly different.  Does one stand out more than another?  If they are too similar, go back and add more details to the dense shape.

Project Requirements:
· Both organic and Geometric patterns are used

· One area is emphasized more than they other

· Most of scratch board is covered with design
