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Radial Printmaking

Part 1: Practice drawing Radial Patterns
Use line and shape to draw a radial pattern.  Your patterns should start in the corner and fan out. Be sure to use both thick and thin lines. You will choose your favorite to re draw on your plate. Eventually they will be put together to create a radial pattern like shown above.

1. Choose your favorite radial  pattern and show Mrs. Winters and she will approve you go onto the next step

2. Draw your radial pattern on one of the Styrofoam plates using a pen. Use the other tools to make shapes and thicken lines. Make sure you have a variety of line weight.

Part 5: Cleaning up and Switching Colors

1. Wash plate and tray in the sink. Do not use soap. Make sure all ink is off. 
2. Dry plate

3. Once plate and tray are clean you can repeat part 5 and 6 using on another color ink. You must make 4 prints total on different colored paper if you choose.
Part 6: Mounting your Work
1. Rubber cement your prints to black construction paper

2. Make sure that they create a radial pattern from the center

3. Sign name in bottom right hand corner of black paper
Make sure plate is thoroughly covered with ink 





Roll ink on plate


Roll in on direction- not back in forth





Get a tray 





Tape plate in center of tray. Place tape on back





Place paper on top  plate. 








Apply ink to roller by rolling it in the square ink slab. STAY INSIDE THE SQUARE








Rub spoon over paper 





Carefully pull back paper to reveal print





Sign name and edition
