Complimentary Op Art Hands
Materials:

18” Ruler

Pencil

Eraser

13”x13” Poster board

Color Wheel 
Tempera paint

Brushes

Part 1: Drawing your Op Art

1. Draw a 1” border around your 13”x13” poster board.

2. Use your ruler to draw lines across your poster board that are 1 inch apart:

	Start by drawing 1” marks on one side 


	The draw  1” marks on the opposite side


	Connect marks using a ruler to make a straight line.




3. Trace hands/arm over 1” lines. Must have two hands. 

4. Erase 1” lines inside hands.  

5. Draw curved lines inside hands.  Each curved line must start and end at the outside line. The bigger the curve the  more 3D it will look!
Part 2: Labeling
1. Decide on which pair of complimentary color you want to use to paint your artwork

2. You will be alternating colors for each stripe. LABEL the colors outside of hands

3. Label colors that will be used inside of hand. They should be the opposite of the color of the line it is touching outside of the hand. 

4. Show Mrs. Winters and she will give you your paint palette

Part 3: Setting up to Paint

Supplies: Paint palette, tempera paint, brushes, newspaper.

 1 Put your name on your paint palette

2. Put news paper under your art work

3. Put paint in your palette. Start off with a small amount. Remember  you can always add mopre but if you have paint left over when u are all finished we have to throw it out (
Part 4: Painting

1. Start painting inside of your hand. Choose one color to start with (i.e. paint all the orange areas 1st before you paint the blue areas).
2. Paint area outside of your hand. BESURE TO LOOK AT YOUR LABELS!!!!
3. When dry outline with a sharpie maker. Use a ruler for straight lines.
