Part 1: Making your Pasta Sculpture and View Finder:
1. Cut your index card in half. Put your name in the bottom corner of both on back.
2. One of the index cards create a composition with the pasta. –*****Remember to think about the Principles of Design when arranging- Balance, emphasis, movement, rhythm***

3. Glue pasta to card.

4. Put in designated area for Mrs. Winters to Spray paint.

5. Use the other half of your index card to create a view finder.

Creating your view finder steps:
	1. Fold card in half 
	2. Use scissore and make 2 cuts in from the folded edge
	3. Open card up
	4. Cut across between the two cuts to make a square
	5. You have just made a view finder . Include mid lines on all 4

Steps:

1. Use your view finder to decide and zoom in on your composition. Your composition must include one of each type of noodle.
2.  Start your sketch:

· Begin by lightly drawing the contour of each noodle – Ask yourself:

· Where this noodle will be in your composition. 
· Where is it in relation to the mid lines?
· How big or small is it compared to the other noodles?

9”x12 drawing paper

1. Start the same way you began your 1st sketch. This time try to be as precise as you can with the shape of your noodles. Ask yourself again:
· Where this noodle will be in your composition. 

· Where is it in relation to the mid lines?

· How big or small is it compared to the other noodles? 

2.  Once you have your noodles drawn you are ready to add value.
· Draw what you see! When using value… 

· Start with the shadows.  These will be your darkest value.  You should not have any other value as dark as your shadows.  

· When the light directly hits an object that area should be white (no color)

· Be sure to have a range of value on the items in your composition

· Layer your values to achieve to dark (low) values

· You can use the tortillion to blend for mid tones

· Use your eraser to pull out highlights (high values)
3. Complete reflection and tape to the back and turn in.

Project requirements

· Range of values used – from white to black with shades of grays 

· Your composition includes all of the different noodles

· Composition takes up entire page
· Lines on the noodles follow form of noodle
